DESTINATION Cougar Campground and the Ape Caves! (Mt St Helens – SW Washington)
Ape Cave was formed nearly 2000 years ago from lava steaming down the southern flank of Mount St Helens.  As the outer edges cooled into a hardened crust, the inner molten lava was able to drain away before it hardened, leaving behind a tube.  After discovering the cave in approximately 1950, a logger told his spelunker friend.  That friend explored the cave with his sons and their friends, a Boy Scout troop, who called themselves the Mount St. Helens Apes.  Thus the name of the cave.

Arrive at church parking lot at 8am.  Departure is 8:30 sharp.

PROGRAM 
This is a car camping trip.  We will have multiple adjacent campsites at the Cougar Park Campground along the Yale lake reservoir in the Mount Saint Helens recreation area.  The campsite is 9 miles away from Ape Caves.  We will arrive at camp Saturday around 12:30 to set up and eat lunch.  We will then travel a short distance to the Ape Caves.
Time permitting we may hike both the upper and lower part of the cave. The caves are cold (42°F) and can be challenging to maneuver in several spots.  Be sure to pack a day pack for the caving.  Include warm clothes, water, and bring a flashlight and/or headlamp, cap and gloves.
ROUTE
I-5 South to Woodland WA (exit 21), then east on State Route 503 (Lewis River Road).  At 23 miles from the freeway, continue straight on Spur 503.  At 31 miles, Spur 503 becomes Forest Road 90.  Cross a bridge over a canal, then 2.6 miles later, turn left on FR83.  Travel 1.7 miles then turn left on FR 8303.  Travel the final mile to the Ape Caves parking lot.
EQUIPMENT
Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.  Campfires are permitted and water is available as well as restrooms and showers. Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, day pack, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$25.00 CASH covers transportation and campsite.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery. 
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the Seattle late-afternoon Sunday, June 18th.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
